GRAPHICS CHECKLIST

Here are some guidelines in setting up your graphics artwork files.

- 1/8” bleed around all edges (But not on CD face art)

- Crop marks and registration 

- Files spellchecked

- All fonts and artwork gathered

- Images saved at 300 DPI

- All colors and images in CMYK (Except CD face, in some cases)
- CD face set up for up to 3 PMS colors (Pantone Matching System) unless CMYK CD face printing is desired (at an extra charge)

- CD face font size no smaller than 7pt. bold (when reversed out of color)

- CD face line width minimum of 0.75pt.

- CD face separation tonal range 15% minimum, 85% max
We can accept PC or Mac files created or saved in Photoshop, InDesign, Illustrator, or QuarkXpress. 
   Once your artwork files have been received by us they will be checked and readied for printing. At that time PDF proofs will be emailed for review and approval.
   When reviewing artwork proofs, be sure to check them thoroughly as occasionally certain fonts can shift. 

   Because of the viewing difference in various computer monitors, the color of the finished product can change. The PDF proof is more to insure that all files have transferred correctly than for an exact color match.
   Almost always the finished printed artwork will look better than the PDFs provided. The artwork prints “cleaner”, which is desirable. Because the finished printed artwork uses dots/pixels and half-tones, certain flaws or blemishes that are not apparent when viewing through an RGB monitor can be enhanced. Though this occurrence is rare, it is one of the idiosyncrasies of off-set printing.
